EVENT REGULATIONS 
 

1. King's Lynn & District Motor Club Ltd will promote its 31st Annual Vintage and Classic 
Car Rally on Sunday, 29th June, 2008. 

2. The meeting will be run in accordance with Motor Sports Association regulations as a 
touring assembly. The meeting will be governed by the MSA’s General Regulations, 
these supplementary regulations and any written instructions issued for the event. 

3. This event is open to members and non-members of the promoting Club, entering cars 
at least 20 years old (although some exceptions to this age rule may be allowed at the 
organisers’ discretion). The entry fee includes full membership of the promoting Club for 
the day of the event. The maximum entry is 100 cars. The minimum is 50. 

4. The event will start from The Timbers Motel & Restaurant, Lynn Rd, Fincham,  nr 
Downham Market, Norfolk PE33 9HE.  Tel: 01366 347747 (just off the A1122 Downham 
Mkt – Swaffham road; O.S. Landranger map reference 143/681066; 
www.timbershotel.co.uk) 

5. All entrants must register on arrival. Registration will open at the start at 9.15am. Free 
coffee and biscuits will be provided for all participants at the start. 

6. All entrants must sign the declaration at registration to confirm that their car is 
road legal and that they have valid insurance for the event. 

7. Cars will leave the start at approximately 10.15 am on a suggested scenic route which 
will be provided to participants in the form of a road book with mileages and tulip 
diagrams. This will be supplemented with arrows, where appropriate. 

8. Cars will be identified by rally plates, issued at registration, which must be fixed to the 
front of each vehicle and displayed throughout the event. 

9. The lunch halt will be at The Barnham Broom Hotel, Barham Broom, Honingham Road, 
Barnham Broom, Norwich, Norfolk NR9 4DD. Tel: 01603 759393 (O.S. map reference 
144/089089; www.barnham-broom.co.uk).  

10. A two-course lunch with tea or coffee in the Barford Suite at the Hotel may be pre-
ordered at the time of entry, at a specially arranged cost of £12.00 per head. Your 
support of this facility will be appreciated. A choice of dishes is available; please indicate 
preferences on the entry form but do not send money for food. We have arranged for 
you to pay the Hotel on the day.  

11. Alternatively, participants may bring a picnic if they prefer. A well-staffed, licensed cash 
bar will be open in the Barford Suite for the use of all participants during the lunch halt.  



 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

12. Over the lunch break, judging of entrants will be by other competitors in their class. 
Vehicle classes are: Veteran (pre-1919); Vintage (1920-1930); Post-Vintage 
Thoroughbred and 1940s (1931-1949); Historic Classic (1950-1967) and Post-Historic 
Classic (1968-1988). An additional award, donated by Adrian Flux Insurance, will be 
awarded for the ‘Car of the Day’. 

13. Cars will leave the lunch halt at approximately 1.45 pm and continue on a suggested 
scenic route to the finish at Felbrigg Hall, Felbrigg, Norwich, Norfolk NR11 8PR 
(133/193394, www.nationaltrust.org.uk/felbrigg) 

14. Parking at Felbrigg Hall and access to the park, gift shop and tea room is included. 
Entry to the Hall itself, is available for event participants as an additional fee at 
concessionary rates, payable on the day; admission for National Trust members is free. 

15. Presentation of class trophies (to be held for a maximum of 12 months) will take place in 
front of the Hall at about 4.15pm. Event plaques will also be presented to all entrants. 

16. The entry fee is £21.50 per car. Please use the official entry form provided and enclose 
the fee with your entry. Photocopies of the entry form are acceptable. 

17. Acknowledgement of entry and final instructions will be sent to entrants by e-mail 
wherever possible so, if you have an e-mail address, do please provide details on 
the entry form.
